PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mr. Horne reviewed the Public Hearing Protocol — See attached.

1) Affordable Housing Complex “Riverside Estates”

John Bain, Executive Director, Eastern District Planning Commission then presented the
application for a Development Agreement by Antigonish Affordable Housing Society to
allow for the construction of an Affordable Living Complex “Riverside Estates”
comprising of a fourteen (14) unit Multiple Unit Dwelling on property (PID: #01223668)
located off Vincent’s Way, Sylvan Valley, Antigonish County.

A copy of the Staff Report regarding this application is attached to the Minutes.
There were no questions from Council regarding the application.

There was no one present to speak against the application. Colleen Cameron indicated
that she wished to speak in favor of the application.

Colleen Cameron then spoke in favor of the application on behalf of the Antigonish
Affordable Housing Society.

Min #2014-063 (Affordable Housing Society Application)

MOVED by Councillor Donnie MacDonald, SECONDED by Councillor Rémi Deveau that
Municipal Council approve, on 2" Reading, a Development Agreement between the Town of
Antigonish (on behalf of the Antigonish Affordable Housing Society) and the Municipality of
the County of Antigonish with respect to an Affordable Living Complex “Riverside Estates”
comprising of a fourteen (14) unit Multiple Unit Dwelling on property (PID #01223668)
located off Vincent’s Way, Sylvan Valley, Antigonish County. Motion carried.

2) Commercial Storage Facility

Beth Schumacher, Development/Policy Planner, Eastern District Planning Commission,
then presented the details of an amendment to the Land Use By-Law for the Antigonish
County Planning Area to add Commercial Storage Facility as a use permitted in the
Gateway Commercial (GC-1) zone, in response to a proposal by John G. MacDonald for
lands at the intersection off Highway 104 and Beech Hill Road. A copy of the Staff
report is attached to the Minutes.
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Councillor MacFarlane questioned if there is any provision in the planning documents
for this type of commercial storage facility.

Ms. Schumacher explained that we have now in the Fringe Plan, a definition for
warehousing in the Local Commercial (LC-2) zone and the Industrial (I-1) zone. Because
it is a defined use in another zone, a discretionary determination cannot be made that it
would be permitted in the GC-1 zone. The Planning Commission would either look at
adding the warehouse use to the GC-1 zone as well or creating a new definition which is
what is being done to target the commercial storage facility as opposed to a general
warehousing operation. The distinction being made between the two is that the storage
facility is intended for the temporary storage of goods by a person leasing the unit.
Whereas, warehousing would also include storage of commercial goods as part of a
business operation.

Discussion followed. The application being considered is specific to a commercial
storage facility and also to the current fringe document. Ms. Schumacher noted that
she would ask that the inclusion of general warehousing be considered during the
current fringe area plan review.

There was no one present wishing to speak either in favor or against the proposed
amendment before Council.

2) An amendment to Part 18 of the Land Use By-Law to add a definition for “Commercial
Storage Facility”.
Motion carried.

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PETITION — St. Andrews Post Office

Mr. Horne noted that a Petition was received regarding the proposed downgrade of service at
the St. Andrews Post Office. This petition calls for the St. Andrews Post Office and advocating
that full counter service be continued to be offered to its residents. (Petition attached)

This Petition was included with a letter that was approved at last month’s Council meeting and
was sent to our local MLA, Minister Lisa Raitt, as well as Canada Post. Deputy Warden
McCarron indicated that he too had received correspondence from the St. Andrews Partnership
advising that they too had sent correspondence to the local Canada Post Area Manager
regarding the reduction of hours.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Finance Committee Report — May 6, 2014

Min #2014-065 (FY 2014/15 Sewer Budget Approval)

MOVED by Deputy Warden Owen McCarron, SECONDED by Councillor Bill MacFarlane that the
County approve the FY 2014/15 Sewer Budget at $305.00 per user unit with a 3% interest
charge on all overdue accounts after June 16", 2014.

She indicated that she wanted to
recognize the time that Staff put into this budget but the budget contains a large sum of
money for service that only residents who are on municipal services benefit from and which
will be paid for by all tax payers. She noted that, in her District, no one has the privilege of a
sewer service. They have to provide their own septic system and any related costs. People
who are not receiving the service should not be paying to subsidize people who do receive it.
Motion carried. (3 nay votes, Councillor Mary MacLellan, Councillor Pierre Boucher, and
Deputy Warden Owen McCarron)

Staff Report

Reference: Application to amend the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law with regard to

private roads by 1) adding a new category of private roads, namely “Private
Lanes”, 2) allowing existing branch private roads to have subdivision up to six
lots, and 3) by removing the six lot construction exemption for new private
roads, lanes or fully serviced private roads .

Recommendation:

1.

That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by adding a
new classification of private roads. This new classification of private roads will be a
“Private Lane” with a reduced construction standard in comparison to the existing
Private Road Standards.

That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by allowing
the existing “six lot rule” Section 33 which states: “A maximum of six lots abutting an
existing private road which does not satisfy Section 29(1)(b) and (c) may be approved
after December 1, 2005.” to apply to branch roads within an existing “Private Roads”
Subdivision.

That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by removing
Section 31, which states: “Subsection 29 (1) (c) shall be waived where a private road
provides access to six or fewer lots.” thereby requiring all Private Lanes and Private
Roads to be constructed.

Background:

The Subdivision By-law for the Municipality was completely revised in 2006. The process for

making these revisions included substantial public and industry input. After the consultation

process was completed the by-law was considered by Council at a Public Hearing January 16,

2006. Just prior to the hearing, however, the Municipality received an extensive list of

comments from C.J. Maclellan and Associates. These were then reviewed by a Municipal

Engineer on behalf of the Municipality. As a result, further changes were made to the By-law
which went to a second Public Hearing May 16, 2006. The By-law was then approved by Council
and forwarded to the Provincial Minister of Service Nova Scotia and Municipal Relations who

approved the documents August 1, 2006.
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Staff Report

Previous to the amendments to the Subdivision By-law, private roads were permitted in the
Municipality with neither a construction nor a design standard. Such roads needed to only have
been sixty-six (66) feet wide, be shown on an approved plan of subdivision, and have their
intersection approved by the authority owning the public road to which they would connect.
The lack of standards for private roads has been identified as an issue of concern in
Municipalities across the Province. Typically there is pressure from home owners on such roads
for the Municipality to assume ownership of the road, which if done would result in significant
expenses to the Municipality. Antigonish County has approximately 81.9 kilometres of private
road divided between 175 roads of various states of construction. (See Map, Page 5.)

Part 5-B of the Subdivision By-law sets out requirements for development on private roads.
Section 33 in particular states: “A maximum of six lots abutting an existing private road which
does not satisfy Section 29(1)(b) and (c) may be approved after December 1, 2005.” The purpose
of this Section was to limit development on old private roads which had not been designed nor
constructed in accordance with the Subdivision By-law requirements. If such a road is brought
up to the standards there is opportunity for further development along that road in excess of
the original six lots.

For a new private road there are similar provisions. Section 31 states: “Subsection 29 (1) (c)
shall be waived where a private road provides access to six or fewer lots.” This Section requires
roads be designed but not built if they are servicing six or fewer lots. This was not intended to
be an absolute limit. If a road is designed and constructed to the Subdivision By-law
requirements for private roads a developer can develop as many lots as the area permits. The
requirement for a private road designed regardless of the number of lots being serviced was
part of the newest by-law amendments approved in March of 2013.

Analysis:
1) New Private Lanes:

Anecdotally, Staff and Councillors have been hearing that the construction costs of a
private road to the Municipal standard are prohibitive. Staff therefore researched the
number of lots being created on private roads and did find very few subdivisions created
beyond the original six lots. Also the Municipality has considered rezonings for bare land
condominiums as a means of allowing further development on private roads which have
not been built up to the Municipal Standards. Staff therefore asked a few road builders
in Antigonish County to provide an estimate on a half kilometre road built to current
private road standards. A number of assumptions were made to make this a least cost
scenario. Staff only received one estimate of Site Preparation (Grubbing, Grading &
Ditching) - $50,000 plus Gravels (at a 15km haul from quarry to site) - $43,300 for a total
of $93,300 or approximately $186.00/meter.

Therefore, assuming a
250 metre length of
road to for frontage
creating six lots a
developer would have
to add approximately
another $8,000 to each
lot price to pay for
upgrading the road to
bring it up to the by-
law standard for the
first six lot phase of the
subdivision. This is a
rough estimate.

Finally the construction
of minimal standard
private lanes (referred
to as Country Lanes in
the planning literature)
have the added benefit
of being less disruptive

to the physical
environment when
being constructed allowing for a more scenic, winding road following the contours of the
land. This in turn can avoid “Ribbon Development” along major public roads and a more
compact form of development. In the example above (Source: Randall Arendt, Envisioning
Better Communities pp. 76.) a hypothetical farm could develop seven lots with two lane
entrances rather than the six - all with separate entrances to the main road.

Terra Tory Drive (Existing Private Road Branches):

The Terra Tory Drive Subdivision (Property of A. Patricia Stewart and Arthur Rudolf
Stewart, Terra Tory Drive, Lanark, Antigonish County, Property Identifier (PID) 01301951,
Assessment Account Number (AAN) 04446402) was created over a number of years on
non-constructed and non-designed private roads. Once the new Subdivision By-law was
adopted the developers were eligible for six additional lots on the existing private road
(See Location Map). A private road is defined in the By-law as “...any road which is not
public shown on a plan of subdivision which extends to and has access to a public street
and where not totally located within the area of land being subdivided, the private road
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Staff Report

shall have an easement for right-of-way and access which is assignable and perpetual
and which has been clearly granted by deed, will, Crown grant or other registerable
instrument, registered in the Registry of Deeds for the Municipality;” Given this definition
it has been our practice to consider the whole of a private road system as a private road for
the purposes of subdivision. The reasoning for this is that internal private roads (See Map
Page 6) such as Aberdeen Avenue and Hampstead Road only extend to and have access to
the public street through the main private road. Also this interpretation prevents the
addition of multiple new branch roads all eligible for six lots without being constructed.

3) Non-buildable Private Roads Exemption:

Section 31 of the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law which states: “Subsection 29 (1)
(c) shall be waived where a private road provides access to six or fewer lots.” was
adopted with the intent of allowing roads be designed but not built if they are servicing
six or fewer lots. This was not intended to be an absolute limit nor was it intended that
the road would never be built but rather was intended to allow a private road to be
extended in phases. Essentially a developer would design but not build a private road to
service six new lots. Then once the lots are sold they could bring the first portion of the
road up to the private road construction standard. Once the old portion of the road is
built to standard and approved, the developer could then extend the road for another
six lots without constructing. The extension would need to be designed.

Unfortunately this exemption has been seen as an option to develop six lots without
ever using the private road. This was not the intent of the exemption and with the
proposed amendment to allow for “private lanes”, staff suggest, is no longer needed.

Recommendations:

1. That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by adding a
new classification of private roads. This new classification of private roads will be a
“Private Lane” with a reduced construction standard in comparison to the existing
Private Road Standards.

2. That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by allowing
the existing “six lot rule” Section 33 which states: “A maximum of six lots abutting an
existing private road which does not satisfy Section 29(1)(b) and (c) may be approved
after December 1, 2005.” to apply to branch roads within an existing “Private Roads”
Subdivision.

3. That Council approve amending the Antigonish County Subdivision By-law by removing
Section 31 which states: “Subsection 29 (1) (c) shall be waived where a private road
provides access to six or fewer lots.” thereby requiring all Private Lanes and Private
Roads to be constructed.

Council of the County of Antigonish on the closure of some of Veterans
Affairs Canada’s area offices.

The well-being of Veterans and their families is the Department’s top priority,
and we are committed to providing them with the exemplary benefits and
programs that they deserve, no matter where they live.

As part of Veterans Affairs Canada’s ongoing work to improve service and
adjust to the changing needs and demographics of Veterans, we are putting
employees in the locations where they are needed most. Let me assure you
that Canada’s Veterans can continue to expect the same level of personalized
attention and case managers will continue to make home visits to Veterans
who need them.

In fact, the Department continues to have over 50 locations across Canada.
For example, staff from Veterans Affairs Canada work together with the
Department of National Defence at 24 integrated personnel support centres
on or near Canadian Armed Forces bases to provide a more coordinated

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approach to the care of our service men and women. The two departments
also operate 17 specialized clinics that treat operational stress injuries,
such as post-traumatic stress disorder. In addition, Veterans Affairs
Canada has a well-established national network of registered health
professionals—including psychologists, social workers and nurses—to
deliver quality services to Veterans right in their communities.

We have also partnered with Service Canada to provide even more options
to access the Department’s programs and services, especially for those
living in rural or remote areas.

The Lake Road connects
Taylor's Road to Upper Pomquet. We run the Piping Plover B&B where Premier MacNeil stayed
during a Liberal convention in Antigonish in the summer of 2012.

We are writing in concerns about the conditions of our road. A few years ago our road was paved
with recycled asphalt from work being done on Trans-Canada Highway 104. Our road was not
prepared in advance for this work and it was never chip-sealed. As a result of the mismanagement
of this road, it is in no better shape than it was before this work was done. Now we have potholes
that cannot be graded out and any grading only results in washboard problems. The heavy frost this
winter, has produce more heaving and soft areas resulting in more deterioration of the road. A grader
and gravel does not meet the requirements of maintaining this road. Only pavement will resolve
these problems. The money spent to date on this road is probably close to, if not more than, the cost
of actually paving the road.

As a tourist operator, I have to constantly apologize for this road. Although most of our guests
sympathize and say it's alright, I believe they are being generous. This is a beautiful part of the
province. Our website shows our property and not the road, if it did they may think twice about
coming here. If tourism is such an important industry, we need decent roads for the great
destinations this province has to offer.

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What is Biogas

Biogas is created when organic material is broken down in an oxygen-free environment, called anaerobic digestion (AD).
Biogas is a mixture of 55%-60% methane (CH4), 40%-45% carbon dioxide (CO2) and some small amounts of other gases,
including hydrogen sulfide (H2S) and ammonia (NH3). Biogas, in its raw form, can be combusted, used for electrical generation
heating and cooling. Raw biogas does not produce as much energy as natural gas found in existing pipelines in Canada which
contains approximately 98% methane. Biogas generated from anaerobic digestion can be upgraded to pipeline-quality natural
gas by removing or scrubbing all of the waste gases, and leaving purified or upgraded methane. This resultant gas is called bio
methane or renewable natural gas (RNG) and can be used in place of natural gas or as a transportation fuel.
