County Courthouse Renovations
Nearing Completion

A global pandemic, Hurricane Fiona,
and the need to keep the building
operational for Court during
construction may have delayed
timelines, but extensive renovations
to repair aging elements and
improve accessibility at the county-
owned courthouse on Main Street
in Antigonish are nearing
completion. Over the past several
years, work has been underway to
replace siding, windows, doors, and
the columns at the courthouse
building, which was built in 1855.
Spring 2026 will see the project
wrapping up, with landscaping and Before renovations
lighting to be installed when the

weather allows.

Renovation Highlights

The main entrance to the
building saw a new ramp and
doors with an auto-opener
installed after the concrete
patio was repoured to allow
entry into the building without
a step. Heat pumps, solar
shades, and insulation
upgrades mean lower power
bills for the building.

* Materials requiring minimal

* maintenance will keep the
building looking good for
decades to come.

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Changes Coming to Municipal Dog Control

Since late 2024, the Nova Scotia SPCA has been contracted to
provide dog control services for the Municipality. In Spring 2026, the
Municipality will be hiring a By-law Officer who will respond to dog-
related public safety and nuisance issues, in accordance with the
Responsible Ownership of Dogs By-law.

Effective April 1, 2026, hours of operation for dog control services
will be Monday to Friday, 9:00am - 4:30pm, excluding holidays.

Leashing_Your Dog

Dogs are not permitted to run at large and are to be kept on your
 property if they are off leash. Please note that dogs must be leashed
. on the Landing Trail, protected beaches and public spaces.

Barking Dogs

~ If a complaint is received about your dog(s) barking, the By-law
Officer will visit to discuss ways to minimize the disturbance to
neighbours. If your dog continues to be a nuisance by excessively
barking, you could be fined.

Hot Cars Can Kill

Dogs can overheat quickly in a parked car because they can't sweat
like humans and rely on panting to cool down, which is far less
effective in heat. Even on a mild day, the temperature inside a vehicle
can rise rapidly to dangerous levels, putting dogs at serious risk of
heatstroke or death.

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AT Corridor Updates

The Harbour Hills Path will span approximately 11km when fully
complete. To date, the project has completed Phases 1 — 3A which
included an upgrade to the intersection at James Street, the
construction of two roundabouts (West St and Church St), the
conversion of 4 lanes to 2 and the construction of a Multi-use
Pathway (MUP) from James Street to Church Street.

The next project phase will begin in the spring / summer (2026) and
consists of construction from James Street intersection to Addington
Forks roundabout.

Future Project Phases:

Phase 4 — Summer 2026: Construction includes a two-way cycle track
from James Street to Market Street (Note: the existing sidewalk will
remain.)

In addition to the construction of a MUP from Market Street to the
Addington Forks roundabout. (See mock images below)

Phase 3B — Summer 2027: This is a two - year project that consists of
the construction of a new bridge over the West River, along with the
extension of the MUP from the Church Street roundabout to the
Beech Hill Roundabout.

Phase Blue Route (year TBD): Overtime a large portion of Trunk 4 will
also have paved shoulders and be a part of the Blue Route
(blueroute.ca). This route will also include the Harbour Hills Path.
